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DVE MOGILI

The town of Dve mogili is named after the geographical landmarks near it -
the two mounds. In the center of the city, a magnificent monument to the "horror" of
the Turkish Empire, the legendary outlaw Philip Totyu, has been erected. The large
bronze figure of the ,,flying" voivode, directed forward, reminds of his stormy and
exemplary life.

Near the monument is the house where the duke lived and died. In 1980, on
the occasion of the 150th anniversary of the birth of Philip Totyu and the 1300th
anniversary of the establishment of the Bulgarian state, the house was turned into a
museum, which is open to this day and welcomes many Bulgarian and foreign tourists.

The town of Dve Mogili is also connected with one of the most important
and major events in the recent history of Bulgaria.

At Dve Mogili station, on the night of September 22, 1908, the then prime
minister of Bulgaria, Alexander Malinov, traveling with the royal train and Tsar
Ferdinand I, wrote the Manifesto for the proclamation of Bulgaria's independence,
which was later read in Veliko Tarnovo.

A commemorative plaque has been placed on the front facade of the station
to commemorate this event.

Monastery ,,St. Marina' and the Ayazmoto

Saint Marina Monastery is located near the village of Karan Varbovka, 22 km from the
town of Dve Mogili and about 55 km south of the town of Ruse. It was founded during the
Second Bulgarian Kingdom and existed until the fall of Bulgaria under Ottoman rule,
when it was completely destroyed. According to the legend, the revival of the
Karanvarbovsky Monastery was due to a blind Turkish boy who washed himself with the
water springing from the site of the destroyed monastery and regained his sight. This
happened on July 17, the day on which the memory of Saint Marina is honored. As a sign
of gratitude, the father of the child and the owner of the fields, gave the Christians the land
where the miraculous spring was located.

In the period 1828-1859, monastic cells and a small church were gradually built there.
The third period in the history of the Karanvarbovsky Monastery began in 1890, when the
monastery church was built, and the ayazmo was shaped like a well.

After the Liberation, annual student colonies were organized in the monastery. In
1940, the monastery kitchen, dining room, storeroom, basement and bathroom were built.
After September 9, 1944, pioneer and Komsomol camps were arranged in the monastery,
and since 1993 the children's and youth colony has been restored.

Since 1965, the Karanvarbov monastery has had the status of virgin.

1. KALE SHIROKOVO

The late antique and medieval fortress Kale Shirokovo is located on a naturally protected
rock promontory at the confluence of the Baniski and Cherni Lom rivers.

A section of the main fortification wall with its adjacent two U-shaped towers and the
proteichism (auxiliary wall) of the Late Antique fortification system were excavated. The
walls uncovered are remarkable due to their size and construction technique. They were
built from large up to 2 m in lenght stone blocks, on which archaeologists have found
numerous signs placed by the ancient master stonemasons. The documented width of the
fortification wall and its adjacent towers varies from 3.50 up to 4.80 m, which makes it the
widest currently known fortification wall in nowadays’ Bulgarian lands. Due to its
powerful fortification system, the fortification, built in the middle of the 5™ century AD,
managed to survive the Avaro-Slavic invasions in the end of the 6" century AD, becoming
one of the three attested fortresses in the Rusenski Lom river valley, where
archaeologically has been recorded inhabitance in the first half of the 7" century AD.

One of the latest Early Byzantine coins in Northern Bulgaria has been discovered in the
territory of the fortress. The has been minted during the reign the Byzantine Emperor
Constans Il (641-668). It was struck from bronze in 651.

2. KIRLI KANARA

Kirli canara is located southern of the village of Shirokovo, near the place where the
rivers Cherni and Baniski Lom meet, by the road to the village of Baniska. On a rock
formation with vertical walls, rectangular niches carved in 4 horizontal rows can be seen.

The latest excavations, led by archaeologists from the Regional Historical Museum -
Ruse indicate that these are the remains of a Roman temple, which dates back to the
period between the 1%-3" centuries AD. This date refutes the theses, stated by Karel
Shkorpil, Vasil Doikov and the local population about a Thracian sanctuary or a
monastery tower. The niches in the rock played a significant role in fastening the
horizontal beams of the great wooden structure, which was glued to the rock next to a
large and bizarre phallic-shaped rock formation, skillfully inserted by the ancient builders
into the temple building. Nowhere in the rocks on the Lomovete are there more
impressive marks than those on the Kirli canara.

The Magnificence of Cherni Lom Trail

The path "The Magnificence of Cherni Lom" starts from the village of Pepelina and is the final part of Regional
Pedestrian Route No. 1 <> Pam. plate "YU.T.S" - lvanovo rock churches - Medieval town Cherven - cave "Orlova
Chuka" village Pepelina - monument of Varban Varbev near village Shirokovo <> (red marking)

Pepelina is a small village that remains in countries from the hustle and bustle of modern life. Although not far from
"civilization", this corner remains hidden among the rock curves.

Pepelina has its unique atmosphere of peace and purity.

Here is the adrenaline route "Path of the Hesychasts", for the crossing of which you need to have special
equipment or use that of the Tourist Association "Prista" - Ruse.

From the intersection, located a hundred meters east of the local church "St. Dimitar" is set off on the road to the
town of Dve Mogili. After 400 m you reach a crossroads. Here - to the right on the bridge is the road to Dve Mogili,
and straight on a secondary road, along the right bank of Cherni Lom, continue straight to the village's fish ponds.
After the second fish pond, the route continues along a barely visible road, turning into a path, with the direction
from southwest gradually becoming south-southeast. The path leads through a picturesque riverside terrace
overgrown with trees and bushes between the rocks on the left and Cherni Lom on the right. The views of the rock
faces and river rapids are impressive. You enter a spacious poplar forest, after which you reach a narrowing of the
riverside terrace and an abandoned farm building. By changing the direction of movement from south-west to north-
west, one exits on road 5001 from RPM Dve-mogili - Ostritsa village - Katselovo village (with connection to Karan
Varbovka village). From here, along the bridge over the Cherni Lom river, after a hundred meters, we reach the first
houses of the village of Shirokovo and the crossroads with a detour to the center of the village and the road detour
to the village of Chilnov and the village of Baniska. Along this deviation, at 500 m is the Kirli rock and the beginning
of the blue marking for Kale Shirokovo.

From the crossroads, the red marking leads to the center of the village of Shirokovo and the 3-meter-high
monument commemorating the voivode Varban Varbev and the inhabitants of the village who died in the wars.
Opposite the monument is the building of the mayor's deputy and the community center, in which there is an
organized ethnographic exposition. From the center, on the old road to the town of Dve Mogili, after 1.5 km you will



reach the place where the voivode was killed and where a monument was erected with the inscription VERBAN
VOEVODA CHERVENOVODSKA CHETA 1875 carved into a two-meter rock fragment.
